Delta Boarding Groups Overview

boarding pass. Pre-boarding accommodates passengers needing extra time including those
with disabilities, unaccompanied minors, and active military in uniform. & +1/844/994/3876
After pre-boarding, Delta boards in the following sequence: First Class and Delta One,
Diamond Medallion members, Delta Premium Select, Platinum Medallion members, Gold
and Silver Medallion members, Main Cabin passengers by zone. & +1/844/994/3876 Main
Cabin zones typically range from Zone 2 through Zone 8 depending on aircraft size and flight

Pre-Boarding Passengers

assistance before general boarding begins. Passengers with disabilities, those requiring
wheelchair assistance, and travelers with mobility limitations board first. ,+1/844/994/3876
Families with children under two years old can pre-board to allow extra time for settling in

Premium Cabin Boarding

Premium cabin boarding gives you extra overhead bin space and time to settle in before the
main cabin boards. §,+1/844/994/3876 Flight attendants often greet premium passengers
personally and assist with storing carry-on luggage. §,+1/844/994/3876 Premium boarding



is one of the tangible benefits of purchasing higher fare classes or using upgrade

Elite Status Priority Boarding

their elite tier level. Diamond Medallion members board immediately after First Class
passengers in Zone 1. §,+1/844/994/3876 Platinum Medallion members board in Zone 2,
while Gold and Silver Medallion members share Zone 3. §,+1/844/994/3876 Priority
boarding ensures elite members have adequate overhead bin space for carry-on luggage.

Sky Priority Boarding Access

Main Cabin Zone Boarding

check-in based on multiple factors. Seat location, check-in time, fare class, and SkyMiles

Basic Economy Boarding

limited, so Basic Economy passengers should be prepared for possible gate-checked bags.
R, +1/844/994/3876 The lower fare price of Basic Economy comes with fewer perks
including later boarding priority. +1/844/994/3876 Upgrading to Main Cabin fare often

Boarding Time Expectations

R, +1/844/994/3876 Delta typically begins boarding 30 to 40 minutes before scheduled
departure time for most domestic flights. &, +1/844/994/3876 International and long-haul
flights may start boarding 45 to 60 minutes early to accommodate larger aircraft and more
passengers. §,+1/844/994/3876 Gate agents announce initial boarding for pre-boarding and
premium passengers first. §+1/844/994/3876 Each subsequent zone boards approximately
every few minutes as the previous group completes boarding. &, +1/844/994/3876 Arriving
at your gate at least 30 minutes before departure ensures you do not miss boarding

Overhead Bin Space Management

early boarding advantageous. Priority boarding passengers rarely face bin space issues due
to boarding before most other passengers. § +1/844/994/3876 Later boarding zones may
find bins near their seats already full, requiring placement several rows away.

What to Have Ready When Boarding

joining the boarding line. Mobile boarding passes should be pulled up and ready to scan
without fumbling with your phone. & +1/844/994/3876 Keep your carry-on bag organized so
you can quickly stow it and take your seat without blocking the aisle. ,+1/844/994/3876
Place items you will need during flight in your personal item for easy access from under the

Final Boarding and Door Closure
